Rossum’s	 Universal	
Robots	is	by	Czech	writer	
Karel	 Capek	 and	 was	
first	performed	in	1921.	

Set	 on	 a	 remote	 island	
in	a	factory	for	mass-pro-
ducing	 “artificial	 peo-
ple”,	 the	 play	 is	 famous	
for	introducing	the	word	
robot.

Helen	Glory	(Geraldine	
Mullins),	daughter	of	the	
president	of	an	industrial	
power,	 arrives	 on	 the	 is-
land	 and	 is	 shocked	 to	
find	the	general	manager,	
Domain	(Kevin	Coward),	
and	his	staff	treating	the	
robots	 as	 mere	 ma-
chines.	

Her	 efforts	 to	 imbue	

them	with	a	soul	are	well	
meant,	 but	 causes	 them	
to	 question	 their	 role	 in	
society	as	slaves	to	man-
kind.	

Mark	 Campbell	 has	
wanted	to	direct	the	play	
for	a	long	time.	

He	said:	“I’m	a	big	Doc-
tor	Who	fan	and	RUR	has	
always	 been	 mentioned	
as	 inspiring	 one	 of	 the	
best	 Tom	 Baker	 stories,	
1977’s	 The	 Robots	 of	
Death.	 So	 I	 investigated	
the	play	and	found	it	still	
had	something	to	say,	al-
most	 a	 century	 after	 it	
was	written.”
